Strategy Information 
Fire Season Information 

Wildfires � Reserves of the Hunter Region are located 
in a zone between subtropical, summer 
maximum rainfall patterns to the north and 
temperate, winter maximum patterns to the 
south. 

� Most extreme fire weather conditions occur 
during spring and early summer resulting in 
moderate temperatures, low relative 
humidity and strong winds. 

� Subtropical rainfall in January usually ends 
the fire season in most years, however, if 
rain events do not occur the fire season 
may last from August to March.    

Prescribed Burning 
 

� General season is Autumn to late Winter 
due to low fire risk and lower ecological 
impact, however burning is not desirable 
on a regular basis from a tourism point 
of view.   

� Burning is possible in early Spring under 
suitable weather conditions, but is not 
desirable on a regular basis from an 
ecological or tourism point of view.

With a 
lower FDI backburning may be safely undertaken during the day.  

� Where practicable, clear a 1m radius around dead and fibrous barked trees adjacent to 
containment lines prior to backburning, or wet down these trees as part of the backburn 
ignition. 

� Avoid ignition of backburns at the bottom of slopes where a long and intense up slope burn is 
likely.  

Command & Control
